· Showing how your practice will benefit from the provision of a free studio space at Phoenix.

Throughout the duration of the year the artists will be expected to:
· Take part in an event at Phoenix e.g. SPOTLIGHT
· Return to UoB on 2/3 occasions to share their experiences with current students, which will offer useful insight to undergraduate students. There will be an opportunity for undergraduates to have a tutorial with returning graduates for more personal advice and support and portfolio sessions.
· Develop a case study or blog documenting the time spent at Phoenix and what it has meant to you to get such an award.
· Be interviewed for the Cass Art blog and social media channels.
